FACULTY OF FOREIGN LANGUAGES AND AREA STUDIES, LOMONOSOV
MOSCOW STATE UNIVERSITY (MSU), RF
AND SCHOOL OF FOREIGN LANGUAGES, HARBIN INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY

Faculty of Foreign languages and Area Studies, Lomonosov Moscow State
University (hereafter FFLAS) and School of Foreign Languages, Harbin Institute of
Technology (hereafter SFL) agreed on the following;

Article 1. Exchange of faculty members and researchers
1.1 FFLAS and SFL express joint interest in an exchange of faculty members and
researchers.

1.2 Exchange can be carried out in the following purposes:
- Internships,
language training,
lecturing, carrying out of classes,
- professional career training for professor and faculty members,
- Joint development of new methods of teaching of foreign languages,
- Lualdegree-programs-for-students.
- joint research within the framework of the studies conducted by the parties,
- joint preparation of scientific articles and review,
participation in conferences conducted by the faculties.

1.3 Liabilities of the sending party:

- to provide information for an appointed professor, faculty member or a
researcher on timely basis to receive an official invitation (cv, list of publication,
cover letter from the Faculty),

- 1o provide information on the date and purpose of the visit.

1.4 Liabilities of the hosting party:

- to provide visa support for the person to be received (professor, faculty member
or researcher),

- to provide conditions to meet the purpose of the visit,

- to provide accommodation (conditions of payment either by a sending party or by
a hosting party are described in written form separately on a timely basis),

- in case of invitation for lecturing or conducting classes the hosting party
reimburses him/her according to the tariffs existing at the hosting university.

Article 2. Exchange of undergraduate and graduate students

2.1 FFLAS and SFL express joint interest in an equivalent exchange of undergraduate
and graduate students.

2.2 Exchange can be conducted in the following way:

2.1.1 Faculty of Foreign Languages and Area Studies:
- will host graduate (RQB) students for the time period from 1 to 10 months,
- will host undergraduate graduate students for the time period from 1 to 10
months, ;
- will organize short-term language and familiarization programs for groups of
students for up to 2 months



2.2.2 School of Foreign Languages, Harbin Institute of Technology:
- will host undergraduate graduate students for the time period from 1 to 10
months
- will host graduate (PR students for the time period from 1 to 10 months.

2.3 Terms and conditions of hosting undergraduate and graduate students are as well
as parties liabilities are stipulated beforehand in writing.

2.4 Exchange undergraduate and graduate students should not pay tuition fees for their
study at host university.

Article 3. Exchange of scientific materials, publications and the information

3.1 FFLAS and SFL express joint interest in an exchange of scientific materials,
publications and the information referred to spheres of professional and other interests
of the two parties.

Article 4. Memorandum of Co-operation Period

4.1 The present Memorandum of Co-operation inures from the moment of signing and

operates within 3 years. After expiry of the term of action, the Memorandum can be
prolonged to the following three years at written expression by desire of two parties.
